Top price at 2,000gns was paid by S T Williams & Son of Chepstow, Monmouthshire, 
for the calved heifer Longtump Sem Snowdrop, a daughter of Dovea Sem out of the 
8,446kg Kingshipp Jay Snowdrop. 
 
The same buyers paid 1,580gns for another calved heifer by the same sire, 
Longtump Sem Queeny. 
 
Cows sold to 1,550gns paid by T S Matthews & Son, Hereford, for the 4th calver, 
Longtump Personality Sally 2nd.  The Perrinpit Personality sired daughter had 
previously peaked at 8,318kg. 
 
In-calf heifers sold to 1,220gns also paid by S T Williams & Son.  The March calving 
daughter of Dovea Sem was out of a 7,947kg Zielland Zebo cow.
