ROSS HEIFERS TO £2,100 AND COWS TO £1,995 
 
Calved heifers sold to £2,100 (2,000gns) and young cows to £1,995 (1,900gns) at the 
Monthly Collective Sale of Dairy Cattle at Ross-on-Wye Cattle Market. 
 
The top priced heifer was a daughter of Sahara Baloo from Brownwood Holsteins, 
Worcester.  Other calved heifers from the same herd sold to 1,980gns twice and their entry 
of 5 heifers averaged £1,972. 
 
Cows also sold well with two 2nd calvers from the Bishampton herd of Robert and Linda 
Tarver, Pershore, selling for 1,900gns.  Both were daughters of REW Seaver. 
 
Auctioneer Gwilym Richards remarked after the sale that the trade was much improved on 
the previous month’s sale for the better quality with the lesser ones more difficult to place.
