£2070 from H.R Lewis, Carmarthen and £2010 from M.W & J.M Jones, the Elms.  
 
Cows were very keenly sought after with demand for the Coloured breeds hotter than the weather 
outside.  
 
Top price was £2010 for a Shorthorn 2nd Calver from Skinner Bros, Melton Mowbray with others at 
£1750 from the same vendor.  
 
Holsteins sold to £1700 for a 3rd Calved cow from M.W & J.M Jones, The Elms. 
 
Ayrshires topped at £1500 for a stunning 6th Calved Cow again from Skinner Bros, Melton Mowbray.
