The trade for fresh dairies has been impacted recently by the lower price prices which is reflected in
more cautious bidding with today’s top price being £2,520 for a calved heifer from RH Turner, Stafford.

Today’s cow section lacked the quality of recent weeks with the best being a second calver from D &
E Monk, Lancashire at £2,300, and a third calver at £1,900 from DW Eardley & Partners, Market
Drayton.

Eight heifers in all crossed the £2,000 line including £2,550 and £2,220 from MT Jones, Oswestry,
£2,400 RH Turner, £2,380 JG Morgan, Tewkesbury, £2,200 D & E Monk, £2,120 OC Whittaker & Sons,
Tabley.

Heifer calves from D & E Monk sold for £350 and £320.
In-calf heifers sold to £1,650.
